Dear Mre President‘:

The unhappy evente of the last few months will not, I hope,
obscure the very great contributions that you, Mre President, have
made toward & definitive and Just settlement of the long and trouble-
somé Palestine questions The leadership which the Americen govermment
took under your inspiration made possible the estsblishment of a
Jewish State, which I am convinced will contribute markedly toward a
solution of world Jewigh prodlems, and which, I am equally convinced
iz & necessary preliminary to the dewlopment of lasting peace among
the peoples of the Near Xast.

So far as practical corditions in Palestine would permit,
the Jewisk people there have proceeded along the lines laid down in
the United Nationsz Resolution of November 29, 1947, Tomorrow mid-
right, May 15th, the British Mandate will be terminated, and the
Provisionel Govermment of the Jewish 3tate, embodying the best en=
deavors of the Jewish people and arising from the Resolution of the
United Nations, will assume full responsidility for preserving law
and order within the boundaries of the Jewish State; for defending N
that area against external aggression; and for diecharging the obli-
gations of the Jewishh State to the other nations of tho world ia
accordance with international law.

Considering all the difficulties, the chanceg for an
equi table adjustment of Arad end Jewish relationship are not une
favorebles What is required now is au end to the seeking of new
solutions which invariably have retarded rather than encouraged a
final settlement.

It 1s for these reasorns that I deeply hope that the
United States, which under your leadership has done so much to
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find a Just solution, will promptly recognize the Provisional Govern-
ment of the new Jewish State. The world, I think, would regard it
as especially: sppropriaste that the greatest living democracy should
be the first to welcome the newest into the family of nationmse
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Rupoctfuym'l.

The final phase of the scheme worked ocut with Judge
Rosenman and which the Fresident had seen through in every
detail, was reached with Dr. Weizmann'*s letter to him dated
tlay 13th, asking to extend U.S. recognistion of the Jewish
State iommediately on its proclamation on Hay 15th as provided
for in the U.N. decision. (Sec Exhibit 11)., I had delivered

this letter personaily st the White House in Washington in the
early morning hovrs of May 14th, It wes on the President's

desk immediately afterwards. He evtended recognition shortly
after 6 P.U, which was May 1%th Israel time.

Soon after Kay 15th and the arnourcement on the same
day of Dr. Telzmonn having been elected President of the
Provisional Couneil of Government, vhich was then tantanount
to heirg the Tresident of the 3State, Truman extended an
ipvitation to him %o ceme to Vashington on & State visit,
and in lire with protoecol, stay at Blair Houae.

Under doctor's orders thig visit had to be postponed
for about ten days. Dr, Veizmann was again confined to bed,
but the first thing he 4id was to write a letter to Judge
Rosenman (Exhibit 12). Charactersitically enough he not only
speaks therc about Rosenman's great contridbution, but asks hinm
to continne his efforts with the President in various directions,

The game applies to the State visit in Washington, which
was not only a great perscnal triuwmph for Dr, Welzmann, but
was wtilized by him to ask the President for the firet ¥ 100,000,0
loan to be granted by the T.S. Government, With the strong
backing of the White Mouse, this lozn wag putherized a few
monthse later. T4 again sirmifies the uninue relationship %
between the Tresident of the United States and the Pregilfent
of Israel, that Truman remarked to Bartley Crum (os reported
by him %o me) he was sorry that Dr. Teizmann at the time bhad
rot asked him for ¥ 200,0C0,000,
